Présentation

In this course, students will improve their comprehension
skills through careful reading, study and discussion

of newspaper or magazine articles on various topics

and of varying lengths. The focus will be placed on

the cultural, social, political and historical background
that is frequently required in order to thorougly enjoy
reading the press in English. Special emphasis will also
be put on developing a deep understanding of sentence
and text structure, and on developing reading skills

so that relevant information can be found quickly and
effectively, without the need for translation into the native
language. Students will also be encouraged to read
beyond the target texts to gain a deeper understanding
of the topics covered. The main characteristics, history
and influence of the British and the American press will
also be explored.
